The Arabian Horse Society of South Dakota, Inc.

1. Eligible Participants: All members of TAHSSD are eligible to participate. Arabians and
Half-Arabians owned, co-owned, or leased by members of TAHSSD are eligible.

2. Membership: Membership dues for the current year must be paid in full before any
show points will be counted.

3. Point Accumulation: Points will go only to the TAHSSD member who is the actual rider
or handler not the horse. Points accumulate from November 1 to October 31 each year.

4. Awards: Award monies will be paid for “Champion”, “Reserve Champion”, and
remaining “Top Five” in each division. All Leadline participants will be a “Champion”!

5. Registration Forms: Registration form need to be received by the Chairperson before
any points will be counted.

6. All recordinq forms must be received by the Highpoint Chairman no later than
November 1 no points will be counted with forms received after this date,

7. Show recording Forms:
o Open Shows: The form must be completed and signed by the Show Secretary
for each show.

o Class A Shows: This form, with the riders/show information completed along
with a copy of the show results off the AHA website, separately for EACH show
can be submitted. Show Secretary’s signature would not be needed.

o You may “choose” to have this form fully completed without the website
printout's, but then the Show Secretary’s signature would be needed.

o Itwill not be the responsibility of the Highpoint Chairperson to verify internet
information i.e. placings.

o The Chairperson, will not take information off the internet, it is the responsibility
of the rider to MAIL the information to the Highpoint Chairperson.

8. Show Divisions: Class A and Open Shows are separate divisions.
9. Class Divisions: Halter/Showmanship Performance/Equitation

10. Age Divisions:

11. Point System: Points shall be awarded on the following basis:
The points are based on the number of horses shown and judged. Points will be eamed
one point for every horse in the class.
Example: Twelve horses shown — 1% place = 12 points 2™ place = 11 points 3" place =
10 points etc.
One Horse Entered 1% place = 1 point

Points for Championship classes will be the same as above but Doubled.

Point for Regional Championship classes will be the same as above but Tripied.

Points for National Championship classes will be the same as above the Quadrupled
No points are given for 4-h shows (i.e. purple,' biue, red).’

11. The TAHSSD Board of Directors and High Point Committee will decide any discrepancies.
